The Arizona Board of Technical Registration will hold a HIRSC meeting, open to the public, located at 1110 W. Washington, Suite 

240, Phoenix, AZ  85007. 

 

The Committee may discuss, consider or take action on any item on the agenda, and at the discretion of the Committee, agenda items 

may be taken out of order. 

 

The majority or a quorum of the Committee may vote to hold an Executive Session to review confidential records exempt by law from 

public inspection, pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03(A)(2); to obtain legal advice regarding any of the items on the agenda, pursuant to 

A.R.S. § 38-431.03(A)(3); or to discuss or consult with the attorneys of the public body in order to consider its position and instruct its 

attorneys regarding the public body’s position regarding contracts that are the subject of negotiations, in pending or contemplated 

litigation or in settlement discussions conducted in order to avoid or resolve litigation pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03(A)(4). All 

examination material, transcripts education records, reference forms and applications are confidential pursuant to A.R.S. § 32-129(A), 

and all investigation files are confidential and not subject to inspection until the matter is final and a hearing notice is issued (A.R.S. § 

32-129(B)). 

 

Pursuant to the Americans with Disabilities Act, people with disabilities may request a reasonable accommodation by contacting Kurt 

Winter at (602) 364-4883.  Requests for reasonable accommodations should be made as early as possible to allow time to 

accommodate the request.  The Board may not be able to accommodate requests made less than 36 hours prior to the scheduled 

meeting. 

 

Concerns Relating to Meetings held at the Board and COVID-19 

 
At this time, the Board will proceed with all scheduled public meetings and the public is still welcome to attend in person. However, COVID-

19 may prevent those otherwise wishing to attend from doing so.  The Board is therefore allowing individuals to attend remotely to ensure the 

publics’ right to attend and listen to the Board’s deliberations and proceedings per A.R.S. § 38-431.01(A) and A.R.S. § 38-431(4).
