i' L The Board is the duly constituted authority for the regulation and control of the

practice of Home Inspection in the State of Arizona. 

2. Respondent is the holder of Home Inspector Certification No. 60983 (Suspended). 

3. On July 30, 2018, the Board accepted a Consent Agreement signed by Respondent 

encompassing the following Order: 

111 Letter of Reprimand 

111 Stayed Suspension and Probation

111 Administrative Penalty in the amount of $500.00 - i ; !

'.I 111 Cost oflnvestigation in the amount of$537.00. 

4. Respondent failed to pay the Administrative Penalty, Cost ofinvestigation, and 

failed to complete Peer Reviews within the time period specified in Board Order No. Hil 8-01 I. 

Respondent also failed to renew his certification as specified in Board Order No. Hll8-0l I. 

Based upon Respondent's lack of compliance, the Board opened a complaint for failure to 

comply with a Board Order on October 22, 2018.

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5. On January 22, 2019, the Board reviewed the complaint of non-compliance with 

Board Order No. Hll 8-011 and voted to lift the stay of suspension and suspend Respondent's 

Certification until Respondent has complied with the terms of the aforementioned Board Order. 

The Board also voted to offer Respondent a Consent Agreement for violating a Board Order 

encompassing the following Order; Letter of Reprimand; Administrative Penally in the amount of

. _ 'I Based on the foregoing Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, the Board issues the following 

Order: 

1. LETTER OF REPRIMAND. Respondent is hereby issued a Letter of Reprimand. 

2. ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY. Within sixty (60) days from the effective 

date of this Consent Agreement, Respondent shall pay an administrative penalty of Five Hundred 

Dollars ($500.00) by ce1tified check or money order made payable to the State of Arizona Board 

i of Technical Registration. 

3. COST OF INVESTIGATION. Within thirty (30) days from the effective date of 

this Consent Agreement, Respondent shall pay the cost of investigation of this case to the Board 

-·' ii in the amount of One Hundred Fifty-Four Dollars ($154.00) by certified check or money order

il made payable to the State of Arizona Board of Technical Registt·ation, according to the provisions 

::;; of A.R.S. § 32-l 28(H). 

4. OBEY ALL LAWS. Respondent shall obey all federal, state and local laws. as 

well as, all rules governing the practice of Home Inspections in the State of Arizona. The Board 

c-' shall consider any violation of this paragraph to be a separate violation of the mles and statutes 
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governing the Arizona Board ofTeclmical Registration. The Board may also consider 

Respondent's non-compliance with this Order as a separate violation of A.R.S. § 32-150. 

5. RENEWAL OF REGISTRATION. Respondent shall timely renew his Arizona 

registration as a Home Inspector, and timely pay all required registration fees. 

6. EFFECTIVE DATE. The effective date of this Consent Agreement is the date the 

Respondent and Board sign the Consent Agreement. If the dates are different, the effective date is 

the later of the two dates. 

7. COSTS OF COMPLIANCE. Respondent shall pay aH costs associated with 

complying with this Consent Agreement. 

8. NONCOMPLIANCE. If Respondent violates this Order in any way or fails to 

fulfill the requirements of this Order, the Board, after giving notice and the opportunity to be 

heard, may revoke, suspend or take other disciplinary actions against the registration. The issue 

at such a hearing will be limited solely to whether this Order has been violated.
