. ARIZONA BOARD OF TECHNICAL REGISTRATION

AUGUST 29, 1986

Call to Order

The regular quarter annual meeting of the State Board of
Technical Registration held in Flagstaff at the College of
Engineering Room 206, was called to order by Chairman,
Stewart R. Palmer at 8:30 a.m.

Adoption of Minutes - June 6, 1986

Mr. Riggs pointed out that his report on WCARB Annual
Meeting in Hawaii should not contain the remark that he
made that the surf was great. He further pointed out that
under NCARB's review process the 1last sentence needed
rewording to say that the existing NCARB grade process
includes a review of borderline failed exams and addi-
tional review beyond that regrading or fifth grading is
really unnecessary. Mr. Riggs said that the discussion of
the letter sent from Bill Carey of the City of Phoenix to
Anthony Schwann, ACEA Chairman, and Gabor Lorant, AIA
President, on BTR's ruling on structural engineers' seals
on plans was not complete. Mr. Mlnarik pointed out that
his report on CLARB's meeting in Reno should read
"Differences in qualifications to sit for the exam from
state to state, such as reciprocity, testing and grading."
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Mr. Riggs moved and Dr. O'Bannon seconded that the minutes
be adopted after corrections. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Mr. Mlnarik moved and Mr. Riggs seconded to adopt the
Evaluation Committee's recommendations as shown in Exhibit
B and applicants Albanes (Architects) through Akers
(Geologists) be granted registration numbers as shown in
Exhibit C, 19870 through 19902; applicants Burnett
(Architects) through Zaninovich (Land Surveyors) be held
for the part(s) of the exam shown in Exhibit B; applicants
Dennerline (Landscape Architect) through Lillie (Land
Surveyor) be denied registration for the reasons shown in
Exhibit B. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Mr. Mlnarik said the Evaluation Committee was suggesting a
format of the evaluation form to be retained in the

applicant's Jjacket. The Committee was also suggesting
guidelines for uniformity and simplicity in €valuating.
Mr. Palmer said the "old" members should prepare

recommendations for the "new" members.

The Evaluation Committee was recommending that the Board
no longer accept the NCEE jacket in its present
abbreviated form in lieu of the Board's application form
adequately filled out; the NCEE jacket does not contain
sufficient information needed for the evaluation. Mr.
Palmer, as NCEE's Records Committee Chairman, asked Mr.
Mlnarik to recommend what was needed in the NCEE jacket so
that he might ask NCEE headquarters to provide a form that
will satisfy.

Mr. Mlnarik moved and Dr. O'Bannon seconded that the
Engineers In-Training Barr through McGonagill shown in
Exhibit C be granted registration numbers 3648 through
3666. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

A.1) Mr. Riggs reported that the NCARB Annual Meeting was

held in Atlanta, Georgia June 24 through 27. The
majority of the time was spent on resolutions. Resolution
10 dealt with continuing education and was passed 32-18.
Resolution 12 dealt with the alternative to the accredited
degree requirement that NCARB has for certification
and failed, which means the Council believes the alterna-

tive process to the degree requirement should be continued.

Resolution 2 was amended and passed and requires that
member boards pay annual dues of $1500; the current annual
dues are $750. Resolution 3 dealt with changing of legis-
lative guidelines and rules of conduct arising out of a
study of design build which is becoming a big issue with
NCARB and was sent back to committee for further study.
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Resolution 4 required member boards who use the NCARB exam
to comply strictly with the NCARB exam rules; if the rules
aren't complied by in terms of the administration and
grading of the exam, then NCARB can withhold those exams
from the member board that didn't comply and this resolu-
tion passed. This came about primarily from California's
actions in the past in administering and grading the exam
differently than other states; their law is different than
most of the other states. California wrote their own exam
and it will be given in 1987. Resolution 5 failed; it
asked that the Council turn around its previous decision
to eliminate the examination review process. Resolution 9
passed; it increases the cost of the ARE (Architectural
Registration Examination) from $220 to $300 effective
1988. Resolution 11 passed; it sets up a committee to
write a lateral forces exam to take the place of the
seminar that has been held in Utah and also the treatise
on seismic design for those who haven't passed the seismic
portion of the NCARB exam--effective 1987 or 1988.
Resolutions 13 and 14 both dealt with egqualizing the
representation of regions on the NCARB Board, e.g., Region
1, which is made up of the New England states, has
six member boards; Region 6, of which Arizona is a member
board, has 13; Region 3, which is the south, has 12.
Because of the disparity in the number of jurisdictions
within those regions, some regions have a better chance of
being represented--both resolutions failed.

2) Acceptance of California Architectural Examination--
California is not accepting NCARB's examination; they are
creating their own examination. Even though NCARB does
not certify California's exanm, will Arizona? This
question will have to be addressed by the Board.

3) National Council of Engineering Examiners Annual
Meeting--Mr. Palmer reported that applicants are going
across borders to take examinations, e.g., the NCEE
examination is offered in a three-day span, Thursday,
Friday and Saturday; Arizona gives it Thursday and Friday,
other states give it Friday and Saturday. California has
picked up several people who have taken the exam in one
state on a Friday, spent the night traveling and taken the
same exam the next day in California. They allow that
pPerson to take the examination and when the exam is handed
in they are informed that they have violated the require-
ments and are prohibited from ever practicing in
California and prosecuted if necessary.

Mr. Palmer reported that the issue of who can do land
surveying was discussed, whether civil engineers or land
surveyors. This issue was not resolved.

—
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4) Education Committee--Mr. Mlnarik reported that the
Committee had addressed the question on education require-
ments as requested by the Board. It recommends that the
rules that pertain to education and experience
requirements be amended to add the reqguirement of one
semester appropriate college course work each year over
the next eight years so that at the end of eight years a
four-year degree would be required. Mr. Mlnarik reported
that one other request made of the Committee was that of
continuing education. Two states require continuing
education and they are Iowa and Kansas. Mr. Riggs moved
and Dr. O'Bannon seconded to adopt the Education Committee
Report and send to Rules Committee after advice from
Attorney General's Office that a rule change can be made.
MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

5) Rules Committee--Mr. Cella reported that he had
compiled all the proposed changes to the rules that had
been suggested and just needed to be written as such. He
would hand this package to the new Rules Committee Chair-
man to process. The Legislative Session has adopted a
new Administrative Practices Act which makes the rules
procedure much more complicated. Under the old procedure
the minimum length of time it took for a rule to be
processed was 153 days; the new procedure takes about 9
months. The Secretary of State is holding a +training
session in October; space is limited so Mr. Cella was
getting 2 or 3 spots reserved so that the Board could
learn what the changes are and what this new procedure is
going to entail.

Stick-on Seals--Dr. O'Bannon moved and Mr. Riggs seconded
that stick-on seals no longer be allowed. MOTION CARRIED

unanimousty. (E¥HIBIT .3)

6) Finance Committee--Mr. Riggs broke his report into
three parts: the 1986-87 budget, supplemental
appropriations, and the 1987-88 budget. The current
budget, 1986-87, will allow essentially the same activity
as 1in 1985-86 with two exceptions--the budget will allow
for three clerical positions; 1last year two of those
positions were unpaid interns and one was a paid
temporary. An investigator will start approximately
October 1. The Board is submitting for a supplemental
appropriation of about $50,000--%$20,000 for validation of
the land surveyors exam, $7000 for additional rent, $9000
for computer equipment, $13,000 for investigators'
travel, and for 2 additional newsletters this year. The
1987-88 budget is currently being prepared and will be
completed for approval by the Budget Committee by
September 22; it needs to be submitted to the state by
September 30. The 1986-87 budget will be used as a basis
and about nine items added to that, e.g., automobile
expenses for the investigator, printing of new rules and
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statutes, printin a full roster. The budget will be
impacted by the decision on whether to have an outside

company administer exams, maintenance of test questions,
possibly funding for a hearing officer.

B. Discussion of ASEE's Resolution

Mr. Cella moved and Mr. Kesler seconded to have the
Executive Director send ASEE a letter advising them of the
wording of our law and the action the Board takes. MOTION

CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY. CG—ZH’BIT a)

C. Discussion of Board's Decision on Engineer Plan
Stamping - Date of Applicability

Mr. Riggs moved and Dr. O'Bannon seconded that stick-on
seals not be allowed as of the date of the next newsletter
and that the action the Board took last June regarding
other disciplines stamping plans be enforced on January 1,
1987. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

D. Discussion of Local Land Surveyor Examinations

Mr. Dalrymple stated that Mr. Penland had raised the
question of whether the Board could hold reciprocity land
surveyor candidates to a one-hour local examination. This
was discussed with the Attorney General's representative
and it was determined it would take a rule change. The
Board does not currently recognize a one-hour exam in the
rules.

E. Discussion and Action of Examination Appeal Procedures
F. Waiver of E.I.T. Exam - Robert D. Zicafoose

Mr. Zicafoose asked that the Board consider his college
credit of 60 hours, his work experience of 22 years, the
fact that he's a certified engineering technician, the
fact that he has passed the P.E. exam, and that he has
taken the E.I.T. exam about 7 or 8 times with the high
score of 66. Mr. Cella moved and Mr. Kesler seconded to
deny waiver per A.R.S. 32-136 C. Dr. O'Bannon abstained.
MOTION CARRIED.

G. Discussion and Action on Definition of "Alteration" as
used in A.R.S. 32-144

Mr. Kesler moved and Mr. Riggs seconded to enforce 32-144
A.5 as written. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Dr. O'Bannon moved and Mr. Riggs seconded to instruct the
Executive Director to interpret "alteration" as any change
to a building, as it applies to the law, that requires a
building permit. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
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H. Discussion and Action on Arizona Fire Protection
Association Letter of August 15, 1986 (£w,8[r F

The Fire Protection Association asked that the State Board
look at the requirement for the need of registered
engineers on fire protection plans. They asked that the
Board accept the Texas State Board's policy statement that
planning and installation of fire sprinkler systems by FPA
standards does not constitute the practice of engineering.
Our law states that alterations to any building in excess
of 3000 square feet or the design of a building or struc-
ture 1in excess of 3000 square feet requires the use of
registered professiocnals; most of those buildings include
a fire sprinkler system. They are having problems in
getting fire protection plans through the building
officials; they are requiring the plans be done by
engineers. The FPA is asking that the Board adopt a
similar policy to that of Texas. Dr. O'Bannon moved and
Mr. Riggs seconded that registration stamp be required for
fire protection systems. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

I. Discussion and Action on NCEE letter of July 14
regarding Building Inspector Registration requirements and

Board policy on Building Inspectors (Ezmaﬂ' 6)

There was a question whether this meant general field
inspection or people working in the public sector as
inspectors for the Building Safety Departments, which
prompted NCEE to send this form out. There is no require-

ment that states inspectors have to be registered. Mr.
Palmer stated he would mail this reguest answering no to
all questions. Mr. Palmer suggested that the Rules

Committee consider whether registration should be
required. He said he had written a personal letter to the
Pima County Building Safety Department; the Department is
replacing their Building Inspector and he suggested that
they consider that the person who fills that position be
registered.

Executive Director's Report

A. 1985-86 Accomplishments--Mr. Dalrymple reported an 18%
increase in applications in Licensing, a 20% increase in
examinations; a portion of this is due to the increase in
ADOT building program for the two freeways and major
arteries in Maricopa County and a lot of it due to Arizona
being one of the fastest growing areas in the country.
Registrations increased 6%. In Enforcement 62 cases were
carried over and there were 253 new cases for a total of
315--24% increase; the Board closed 221, approximately
70%. Ninety-four cases are being carried forward into the
next year. Administration added the application program
to the computer and added an applicant history file, a
degree field, a comment field to the registration record
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and also added an Enforcement program to the Investigation
computer. Staff also updated the 1-2-3 program for budget
purposes, added a bookkeeping program and an inventory
program to the administration computer. Staff changes
included wupgrading a Licensing clerk to Examiner Techni-
cian I, the Investigations clerk to Secretary and the
temporary Clerk I to Clerk Typist II (converted to
permanent position in this year's budget) through the
Clerical Maintenance Review. Staff also upgraded the tele-
phone system, adding additional lines, and published two
newsletters.

B. 1986-87 Budget Briefing--Mr. Riggs covered it in the
Budget Committee Report; the Board will maintain the level
of services, there will be a slight increase in Enforce-
ment activity because of addition of a new Investigator,
there will be some clerical assistance available, the
budget will be extremely tight as a result of budget cuts
made by Legislature.

There was no public comment.
Nomination and Election of Officers

Mr. Riggs nominated Mr. Cella for Chairman and Dr.
O'Bannon seconded it. Dr. O'Bannon moved nominations be
closed and Mr. Riggs seconded it. Mr. Riggs nominated Mr.
Mlnarik for Vice Chairman and Dr. O'Bannon seconded it.
Dr. O'Bannon moved nominations be closed and Mr. Riggs

seconded it. Mr. Riggs nominated Dr. O0'Bannon for
Secretary and Mr. Mlnarik seconded it. Mr. Riggs moved
that nominations be closed. - Mr. Riggs moved that one

ballot be valid for all positions and Mr. Kesler seconded
it. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Future Meetings

The next meeting was scheduled for December 5 at ASU; the
following meeting was scheduled for March 6 at U of A; the
following meeting was scheduled for June 5§ at ASU; the
following meeting was scheduled for September 4 at NAU.

Chairman's Comments

Mr. Palmer stated he had set several goals when he took
office last vyear. For the staff he had Enforcement
actions to be on the computer by December 31--this was
almost accomplished; office financial records on the
computer by June 30--this was accomplished; Board news-
letters to all registrants, state legislators, governor
and all building inspection departments to be sent no
later than October 15, February 15, April 15 and July 15--
only two newsletters went out; all Board minutes to be
sent to Board members within fourteen days after a meeting

(if a full set of minutes cannot be completed, then at a
minimum, those items requiring staff or Board member

action)--this was not accomplished and he hoped that the
next administration can accomplish this because people
have very short memories and they forget what is going on;
review and, if necessary, replace standard forms presently
being used--design new forms that may be necessary,
considering using NCEE and NCARB standard forms by
November 29, 1985--this was not fully accomplished, Mr.
Riggs will have a new registration certificate in
December, Review methods of reviewing applications
so both members and staff are consistent in their review
(consider dual registration and reciprocity education
outside the U.S. There are several states that register
only as engineers and there 1is difficulty determining
whether they're civil, structural, mechanical or elec-
trical) by January 31, 1986--this has not been
accomplished; provide a copy of the Policy Manual to all
Board members and staff to be completed by November 29,
1985 with updates as they occurred--this was accomplished;
staff names, job assignments, job descriptions to be
completed by November 29, 1985--this was in some minutes
but never presented in a written form; financial report at
each regular Board meeting--had verbal report but would
like it on paper so that everybody can see what the budget
is and where the money is expended; conduct meetings with
building inspection departments to review laws and rules--
some have been conducted.

Education Committee - Developed a very reliable examina-
tion for Part 4 of Land Surveyors; it was reviewed by NCEE
after its use as Western Zone examination and will be used
by NCEE in October and in future examinations~-this was
done very well; reviewed Architect seismic requirements to
determine if they meet the intent of the code rules and
are verifiable--NCARB is in the process of writing some
seismic examinations; reviewed other local examinations as
suggested in Sunset Review; provided advisory committees
and Board members training by having a mock complaint
starting with initial complaint, staff action, advisory
committee hearings, Board action and staff consent
hearings before the December Board meeting.

Legislature and Rules Committee - review the code and
suggest any changes so they may be considered for
Legislative Session in January, review NCEE model law,
NCARB model law and Landscape Architects model law--Messrs.
Riggs, Cella and Palmer attended meetings in November with
the legislature to help them write the proposed statute
changes and stay on top of the Legislative Session; the
Interior Designers wish to be registered and attempted to
come under the Board's direction. Review rules by NCEE,
NCARB and others as they may apply to code--because of the
legislative action, rule changes were not started and
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need to be accomplished now that the laws have changed.
Standard interpretation of codes and rules that may be
used by all Board members and staff regarding use of seal,
work outside disciplines--this has not been accomplished;
the Auditor General's report suggested insurance companies
report claims to the Board, the new law requires that the
attorney who files a civil law suit notify the Board.
Consider the requirements to pass the in-training test
prior to taking professional exam (consider the possible
problem that if a person passes the second part and takes
the Board to court, would the court consider that he has
demonstrated the technical knowledge to protect the
public). Make recommendations on additional education.

Budget and Finance Committee - Review staffing
requirements with the Executive Director; take an active
part in the creation of the budget; review budget with the
Board in an understandable format; report financial
conditions at each regular meeting.

Mr. Riggs asked that discussion on requirement of IDP

(Intern Development Program), elimination of in-training
exam, - discussion of having advisory committees do
evaluations, and certification of employment for

applicants being evaluated be on the agenda at the next
Board meeting.

Vote to go to Executive Session

Mr. Cella moved and Dr. O'Bannon seconded to go to
Executive Session. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

While in ExXecutive Session Dr. O'Bannon asked the Chairman
to excuse the staff from the room because he had some

matters of personal concern to discuss. Staff was out for
about twenty minutes.
